Acknowledgements

(20 font)

This portion of your paper should give credit to those who have helped you in your investigations for guidance, materials, and/or use of facilities.

Ex: parents, research participants, friends, teachers, grandparents, other family, people you interviewed, etc

Example:

Purpose and Hypothesis
(20 font)
This portion of your paper should contain portions from your abstract.

Purpose
(16 font)

1st paragraph – tell us why you are doing this experiment and what you are trying to find.  Why is it important?  How will the outcome of this experiment help us?

2nd paragraph – what are your variables (manipulated/independent, responding/dependent, controls.

Hypothesis

(16 font)

2 sentences – what do you intend to find from this research? What is your educated guess as to what the outcome will be?

1. “If (manipulated/independent variable), then (responding/dependent variable), because (reason).”

2. Restate in a different format

Example:  

If I give a plant distilled water, then it will grow quicker because the purer water does not have any harmful substances in it to prevent growth.

I believe that in this experiment I will find that the more pure the water, the quicker a plant will grow.

Review of Literature/Background Information
(20 font) (You may use either title)

Example:

(This page could include any tables/graphs that you feel would enhance the reader’s knowledge of the subject)

* All tables/graphs/pictures must have a caption!
Materials and Methods of Procedure

(20 font)

Materials – include everything!
(16 font)

* Explain the workings of any apparatus you constructed or used

Procedure – be VERY specific!
(16 font)

* Someone should be able to read this and duplicate your work!

* Drawings, diagrams that are clearly labeled, and photographs are appropriate if they enhance and clarify your explanation – do not use them as a filler
Results

(20 font)

*Should be organized in tables and/or charts with graphic presentations, when applicable.  Choosing the appropriate graph is important!
* Graphs should be presented so that they are easily read by someone not familiar with the work. 

* If quantitative data are not involved, a day-by-day log may be used in place of the tables and charts.

* These tables/charts/logs should be constructed on the computer, not hand-written.

Example:

Discussion

(20 font)

This should include your evaluation and interpretation of the data and/or results of your investigation:

· What did you find?

· What does this mean?

· How does this relate to your question?

· Should report your results in paragraph/sentence form rather than the charts from the “Results” section

· Discuss possible problems with your experiment and results

Example:

Conclusion

(20 font)

This should be a concise evaluation and interpretation of the data and/or results.  It should include the following:

· A summary of the results

· A reference to the stated purpose and hypothesis of the experiment: did you investigate what you wanted to investigate?  Did your results support your hypothesis?

· What would you do differently next time to ensure more accurate results?  
· What could you change for a future experiment relating to the same topic?

Reference List

(20 font)

This must be in APA format!
Not MLA!
Visit the bibliography sites on my classroom website: www.msemighsroom.weebly.com, to help you create an accurate reference list.

Entries must be in alphabetical order!

Example:

To insert page numbers:


1. Click on “Insert” in the tool bar


2. Click on “Page Numbers”


3. In the box that pops up, click the following


	“Position” = Bottom of page (footer)


	“Alignment” = Center


4. Page numbers start on the Table of Contents page





To insert header for each page:


1. Click on “View” in the tool bar on top


2. Click on “Header and Footer”


3. In the header (top of the page) section, align the text to it starts at the right side of the page


4. Type your last name, first initial (this will, and should, appear on all pages of your project)
